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There are 5 feely bags around your classroom. It is dark inside the bags, so you cannot see what is inside. Visit each bag and feel the object inside. 
Draw or write about what you can feel in the correct space below.

Open up the bags. The light can get inside now, and can illuminate the objects. Visit each bag again, and draw or write about what is really inside!
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Ask an adult to put 5 object into a bag for you to feel.  It is dark inside the bag, so you cannot see what is inside.  Use your 
hand to feel the objects.  Draw or write about what you can feel in the spaces below.

What information did you not know when you could only feel the objects?  For example, the colour.

Open up the bag.  The light can get inside now, and can illuminate the objects.  Look at the objects and draw or write what is 
really inside.  How many did you get correct?
