This academic year we will offer a 
broad curriculum although we need to 
catch up on a lot of learning lost due 
to the lockdown. 

Please see below for curriculum 
information for this Autumn term.  

RE: The topics we will be covering this 
term are: Family - Ourselves, Judaism, 
Baptism-Confirmation and Advent - 
Christmas. We will be focusing on a 
variety of inspirational people 
throughout the term.  

English: We will be engaging in lots of 
different genres and writing for 
different purposes this term, using 
fiction and non-fiction texts e.g.’Who 
Let the Gods Out’ by Maz Evans. This 
will include the following: research, 
persuasive writing, letters, 
explanations and instructions; story 
genres and poetry.
